MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 2, 2017 SPECIAL MEETING

OF THE 

WEST COVE B CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION

 


On September 2, 2017 a special meeting of the West Cove B Condominium Association (the “Association” or “WCB”) was held at South Cove Activity Center. The Unit Owners of the Association were provided with written notice of the special meeting in accordance with the By-Laws of the Association.

 


Nine (9) Unit Owners were represented at the special meeting in person and twenty seven (27) Unit Owners were represented by proxies properly completed, executed and delivered in accordance with the Association’s By-Laws. The Directors of the Association, Jason Craven, William Stanley and James Donoghue were present for the special meeting.

 


Mr. Craven called the special meeting to order at 3:00pm.

Mr. Craven stated that the purpose of the special meeting was to vote on the previously noticed By-Law Amendment that would allow the Association’s Board of Directors to approve mini-split heating and air conditioning systems in Units that include external condensers and components located within the Common Areas of the Association as more fully set forth in the notice provided to Unit Owners.

Mr. Larsen (B-24) made a MOTION to approve the By-Law Amendment as noticed. The MOTION was seconded by Mr. Mantel (B-10). Mr. Craven called for a vote.  Of the nine (9) Unit Owner’s present, all nine (9) Unit Owners voted in favor of the By-Law Amendment. Mr. Craven, Mr. Stanley and Mr. Donoghue each voted the proxies for which they were appointed resulting in twenty five Unit Owners voting in favor of the By-Law Amendment via proxy and two (2) Unit Owners voting against the By-Law Amendment via proxy. Based on the Unit Owner votes made in person and by proxy totaled thirty four (34) Unit Owners voting for the Amendment and two (2) voting against.

The percentage of Unit Owner’s voting in favor of the By-Law Amendment was 73.9% where the By-Laws require at least 66 2/3 approval of the Unit Owners to approve the Amendment, the Amendment to the By-Laws as notice to the Unit Owners was approved by the Association and shall be effective immediately.

There being no further business to come before the Association upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously, voted to adjourn at 3:30 p.m.
