EXTERIOR BURNING APPLIANCE

RESOLUTION 

OCTOBER 2013
The Exterior Burning Appliance Resolution dated August 2006 is hereby rescinded and the following resolution is adopted in lieu thereof. 

Pursuant to NFPA Code 1- section 10.11-7 of the Fire Code adopted by the State of NH Division of Fire Safety for multifamily occupancies, no hibachis, gas-fired grills, charcoal grills, or other similar devices shall be used or kindled on any balcony or within ten (10) feet of any structure. Multifamily occupancies include all condominiums. Decks are considered part of a structure. Listed electric ranges, grills or similar electrical apparatus shall be permitted. 
For reasons of safety, wood, charcoal grills, portable burn pits, chimney and similar devices and/or other means of open fires/flames, with the exception of gas grills, shall not be kindled on any Limited Common Area or Common Area of South Cove Heights Condominium Association. 
Gas grills shall be permitted provided they are not used within ten (10) feet of any structure located within the South Cove Heights Condominium Association. When not in use and after gas grills have cooled, they must be stored adjacent to the structure with gas supply shut off.
