Resolution 080813.01 / Communications Cabling
August 13, 2008

Whereas, the Board of Directors of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association is empowered to govern the affairs of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association pursuant to Article III of the By-Laws; and whereas, for the safety of owners, guests, renters and property, there is a need to adopt specific rules regarding owner, guest, and renter use of the limited and common areas {but not limited thereto}; and whereas, it is the intent that this rule(s) shall be applicable to all owners, guests, and renters; this resolution shall remain in effect until otherwise rescinded, modified, or amended by a majority of the Board of Directors.  Therefore, be it resolved that the following rule(s) regarding the use of the limited and common areas are hereby adopted by the Board of Directors.
Communications Cabling
Telephone, TV cable, and satellite and roof top antennas attached to the structure are the property of each individual unit owner (reference By-Laws – Article 5 Section 7 [f] and Declaration – Article 1 Section 2[g]).  Over the years, much excess and abandoned cabling has accumulated and fasteners have failed causing a general nuisance, hazard, and unsightly appearance.  While it is appropriate to have each unit owner remove old cabling and restore the remainder to order, the process would be inconsistent, and incomplete.  Therefore, the BOD hereby establishes the following policy regarding communications cabling:
1. On a one time basis, the Association will contract on the owner’s behalf for existing cabling to be buried or re-attached in a durable and orderly manner;  

2. To minimize cost, no cable will be removed unless clearly disconnected from the system;

3. The hourly cost associated with each unit will be billed directly to that particular unit owner;

4. Unit owners will continue to be responsible for future ongoing maintenance of communications cabling;

5. Owners are advised that excess and abandoned cabling causes serious signal degradation and may affect component performance and should be reported to the service provider.
