Whereas, the Board of Directors of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association is empowered to govern the affairs of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association pursuant to Article III of the By-Laws; and whereas, for the safety of owners, guests, renters and property, there is a need to adopt specific rules regarding owner, guest, and renter use of the limited and common areas {but not limited thereto}; and whereas, it is the intent that this rule(s) shall be applicable to all owners, guests, and renters; this resolution shall remain in effect until otherwise rescinded, modified, or amended by a majority of the Board of Directors.  Therefore, be it resolved that the following rule(s) regarding the use of the limited and common areas are hereby adopted by the Board of Directors.
Ornamental Gardens

Since their founding over thirty years ago, Eastman, West Cove Special Place, and West Cove “D” (WCD) have evolved from a part time community to a diverse community of full and part time owners of all age groups and interests.  In recent years, many of those full and part time WCD owners have taken the initiative to make what they consider to be enhancements to common and limited common property.  However, the BOD believes that it must exert some control over these enhancements to ensure that they conform to the generally acceptable standards of the WCD community.  Therefore, the BOD hereby establishes the following policy regarding ornamental gardens.

1. No gardens may be added to common property without the written approval of the BOD; 

2. Owners must submit their written request for an ornamental garden to the BOD, with a detailed plan showing plant type and location;

3. Vegetable gardens are not permitted;

4. Gardens are not to encroach or otherwise intrude on abutters’ rights, or be planted too close to buildings, walkways or decks so as to prevent the efficient maintenance of common or limited common areas;

5. If approved, gardens are to be paid for and maintained by the Unit Owner, and if not maintained will be removed by the Association, and the affected area restored at the Unit Owner’s expense.
