Rules for Renters
WC “D” Condominium Association

Updated: June, 2014
Short and/or long term tenants are obligated to follow the rules outlined in the West Cove D [herein referred to as WC “D”] Declaration and By-Laws, Eastman Community Association and all Board of Director Policies.  Tenants are not exempt and must familiarize themselves with all governing documents.  If the documents were not received, tenants should contact the owner/rental agent or they can find them at: http://www.belleterreus.com/policies.html.  All renters must have Renter Insurance.  A copy of the binder for that insurance should be held by the owner or the owner’s rental agent. 
General Information:
· Fireworks: Are not permitted on WC “D” Limited or Common Area, or Eastman property including the fire lane and all beaches. There is a $500 fine for violators within WC “D”. 
· Notifications: The Unit Owner or the Rental Agent is responsible for notifying tenants of pending projects.  The WC “D” Management Company does not communicate directly with tenants.
· Outdoor Fires – Charcoal grills, torches or fire pits, are NOT permitted.  
· Gas Grills – Gas grills may be used according to the NFPA Fire Code 1 guidelines.  
· Parking:  
· Two spaces per condo for registered, inspected and insured vehicles only.  
· Spaces are not assigned or locations guaranteed.  In the busy summer months, please use angle parking in front or across from the unit, to accommodate more cars.  Please be courteous of neighboring units when parking.  
· If additional parking is needed for guests, contact the ECA to request use of the Beach Parking Lot, adjacent to West Cove ‘’B”.  
· Pets: Renters must have the Owner’s permission and pre-approval from the Association’s Board of Directors. You can view and/or print the full Pet Policy and the Pet Registration Form by clicking on the hyperlink or by using the aforementioned policy link to connect to all policies.  Registration forms must be signed by the Unit Owner. 
· Unit Improvements/Alterations: 
· Renters cannot make any alterations/modifications to the unit without the owner’s permission.  This includes any type of penetration of the exterior walls regardless of size; including new cable lines, satellite dishes or plantings (annuals or perennials).
· If an owner approves of their tenant’s request, they must submit a written request to the Board of Directors on behalf of their tenant [tenants cannot submit a request to the Board].  All written requests must be answered by the Board within 30 days.  No work can start prior to the Board’s written decision.
· Trash Removal

· Household trash is picked up every Monday, except on holidays.  Check with the Rental Agent for the rescheduled holiday pick up day/time. 

· Trash must be placed in plastic bags in the outside closet.  Recyclables (paper, plastic, glass) will be taken if placed in separate clear bags.

· Water - The main water shut off, located in the basement, should be turned off during short (more than two days) and long term absences.  
Summer Information:

· Beach Access: Do not cut between units of another association.  Always use the appropriate beach access road.

· Boats: Do not leave boats on beaches or placed in storage racks without a permit (special ECA permit required).  Boats may be kept under decks, not on limited common property.  Boats must be launched from the boat beaches, not along the shoreline.  The WC “D” boat beach is opposite Units 17-18 or across Road Round the Lake below the covered bridge.  
· Deck Railings:  Do not drape clothing or towels over the deck railings to dry.  
· Dogs – Dogs must be on a leash at all times and accompanied by an adult when outside on the Common Area, dogs are not allowed on Eastman beaches at any time.  Boat access areas may be used.
· Extra Vehicles: Special permission is required to park utility or boat trailers for short terms.  Contact the Rental Agent for details. 
· Gardens: Ornamental or vegetable gardens are not allowed.
· Personal Items:  Bikes, beach items, beach towels, must be stored inside the unit, or temporarily on or under decks, not on the limited/common grounds (grassy/mulched areas).  Lounge chairs may not be placed permanently on lawns/mulch.  They must be removed after daily use & stored on or under decks.  Lounge chairs may be left overnight on wooden ground level decks.
· Potted Plants: Saucers or pot feet should be placed under each pot to allow water to drain from the pot to the ground.  Pots left to drain directly on wood cause the stain to fail and the wood to rot prematurely.  All pots must be removed from decks and walkways by December 1st, to facilitate snow removal.
Winter Information:
· Heat:  
· The Unit heat must be maintained at 50-55 degrees or higher at all times, unless the unit has been professionally winterized.  
· Leave the electric heat on as a back up [45-50 degrees] even if the main source is propane.  
· Keep propane vents free of ice and snow to prevent a malfunction—this service is not provided for by the Association. 
· Snow Removal:  Occupied units are always cleared first:
· Walkways – Snow is removed during daylight hours when one or more inches of snow have accumulated.  Small storms may be shoveled after the storm has ended where large storms may require more than one shoveling.  Keep a shovel available for the “in between” times.  

· Plowing – Snow is normally plowed when three or more inches have accumulated. However, snow and road conditions may dictate changes to the “norm”.  Tenants should move their vehicles to a plowed area of the parking lot after the snow plow truck has made its initial pass.  This allows the truck to clear where the vehicles were parked when they return in a few hours or the following day. 
· Wood Burning: Follow the proper wood burning techniques and proper disposal of fire ash as noted in the Wood Burner’s Guidelines flyer located at belleterreus.com under Utilities/Heat/Energy Safety Tips.
