March 5, 2010 [Supersedes all Tree/Shrub Resolutions dated prior to March 5, 2010]

Whereas, the Board of Directors of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association is empowered to govern the affairs of the West Cove "D" Condominium Association pursuant to Article III of the By-Laws; and whereas, for the safety of owners, guests, renters and property, there is a need to adopt specific rules regarding owner, guest, and renter use of the limited and common areas {but not limited thereto}; and whereas, it is the intent that this rule(s) shall be applicable to all owners, guests, and renters; this resolution shall remain in effect until otherwise rescinded, modified, or amended by a majority of the Board of Directors.  Therefore, be it resolved that the following rule(s) regarding the use of the limited and common areas are hereby adopted by the Board of Directors.
                                                Trees and Shrubs
Trees and other vegetation are common property and their management is a major factor in WCD's quality of life and property values.  WCD’s professional Forester is responsible for managing the Association’s forest in strict accordance with State, Town, and Eastman regulations.  Cutting and pruning, etc without permission of the Forester is prohibited and such actions are subject to substantial fines to those responsible.  Notwithstanding the above, an owner may petition the Association for permission to have a certain tree or shrub removed.  Upon approval by the Forester, the BOD, and all other jurisdictional agencies, the Forester will remove the designated tree or shrub provided that all conditions of the following Resolution regarding trees and shrubs are met:
1. At the expense of the petitioner, WCD’s Forester will review the subject specimen for health, safety, and conformance to the master plan;

2. If the Forester finds the subject specimen to be a threat to personal safety or community property and approves the request, the subject specimen will be removed at the Association’s expense.

3. However, if the subject specimen is determined by the Forester not to be a threat, the petitioner may seek to have the subject specimen removed if;
· The petitioner provides written approval of abutters twice removed;

· The petitioner, at his or her expense, provides copies of  permits from any and all  relevant regulatory authorities;
· The petitioner, at his or her expense, agrees to pay in advance for removal of the subject specimen by the Association’s Forester;
· And, the petitioner likewise agrees to pay the Association a surcharge of thirty dollars [$30] per DHS (diameter measured at standard height of 4’- 6”) and that such surcharge may be used to install new trees and shrubs as recommended by the Association’s Forester.
